Wind Speed 157 mph (Category 5 hurricane)

Wind Force 0.54 psi

Maximum Deflection  
or Displacement 0.181" at top edge

Maximum Stress 18,006.76 psi

Yield Strength 31,994.5 psi (strength at which the 
material bends permanently)

Interpretation: A “Category 5” hurricane wind begins at 157mph 
sustained. At this speed, the pedestal will flex slightly, allowing it to 
move about 0.181" at most. However, the stress encountered is not high 
enough to cause permanent bending. In the real world, the concrete or 
mounting bolts and nuts would fail first, not to mention the electronics 
would blow off even sooner.
