1. Place bolts in wet cement
(For added strength add rebar
over L" bolts)

2. After cured, place pedestal
3. Install washers and nuts

Installation:

1. Drill hole in dry concrete
2. Insert anchor bolt

3. Place pedestal

4. Place Washers, thread nuts
5. Tighten Nuts
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Installation:

Place pedestal in wet cement
